Songs and Rhymes
Learning to sing some French nursery rhymes and songs to review vocabulary learnt in prior units. 
On the move
Name types of transport, say how we travel to school, follow /give directions on a map,  use verbs for different actions, review body parts,  follow/give instructions for body movements. Use Je/tu correctly, respond in full sentences. match subject pronouns with the right form of a verb
Pleased to meet you/Family and Friends
Review greetings and extend range of responses, discuss ideas for future careers, introduce the family, describe rooms in the house, 3rd person verbs, future tense, ask how to spell a word, create a short presentation.
Food Glorious Food
Follow (and join in) a familiar story in French, ask and answer questions, describe food (colour), describe colours as light/dark/bright shades, say what someone has eaten, discuss preparing and eating, begin to know adjective spelling depends on number and gender. 


Getting to Know You
Review greetings, 
ask/say name and age, 
review numbers to 10,  ask ‘How are you?’ and respond with a feeling. 
Ask and answer simple questions.

All about me
 Learn and follow general classroom instructions, name body parts, join in games following action vocabulary, review colour names, name clothing and say what we are wearing. 
Say un/une relating to m/f nouns. 
Greetings
Hello/goodbye, introducing each, asking and answering questions about name and age

Colours
Learn basic colours
Count to Ten

Time
Say numbers to 31, days of the week, months of the year, say when our birthdays are, say various dates (including festivals), say the time and link to school day, yesterday/today/tomorrow. Use simple past and present tense.

Our School
Draw and label a plan of the classroom, name objects in our pencil cases, name school subjects, follow instructions in a PE lesson, learn names of places in school, give preferences for activities within school. Convert le/la to un/une. Begin to know if nouns are m/f. Use an adverbial phrase. 

Family and friends
Say family members,  know vocabulary for pets, learn the alphabet and use it to spell names,  name rooms in the home.
Consider whether nouns are m/f, make new3 sentences by substituting vocabulary in sentence stems.

Holidays and Hobbies
Name seasons and months, describe the weather, say holiday destinations, revise transport and family, names of sport, and hobbies,  talking about favourite leisure activities. Writing in full sentences and using 3rd person plural. 
All around Town
 Describe where we live, say vocabulary for places around town, say their own address. Counting to 100.
Begin to use bilingual dictionaries. 
Hold short dialogues. 

All about ourselves
Know and say parts of the body, describing self and other’s appearance, describe actions and feelings, extend descriptions.
Ask and answer questions using 3rd person, adjective/noun agreement.

That’s Tasty
 Expressing food preferences, ask opening times of a restaurant, order food/drink.
Use correct m/f forms  for ‘some’ and adjectives.
Take part in role play; ordering in a restaurant. 
Let’s go shopping
know and say types of shops, French money, read and write shopping lists, create a shopping experience role play.
Review: clothing, numbers, colours, greetings.
Use prepositions. Use adjectives correctly after the noun. 
Let’s visit a French town
Say where others live,  discuss things to do in a town, describe where a place is, describe a home, ordinal numbers, review: transport, rooms, numbers. Use bilingual dictionary, use simple prepositional phrases

School Life
Describe where to find objects in the classroom, give directions in school, learn mathematical language,. Review:  school subjects. 
Use pronouns elle/il
Use comparative adverbs (eg better, later)
